PRP Contract/Task Order Language
1. CPRP:  As appropriate and on behalf of the chemical surety program, contractor shall comply with the program requirements of Army Regulation (AR) 50-6, Chemical Surety, AR 190-59, Chemical Agent Security Program, AR 385-10, The Army Safety Program; Department of the Army Pamphlet (DA PAM) 385-61, Toxic Chemical Agent Safety Standards, and with the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Department of Defense (DoD) Directives and local policies governing these surety programs and local policies for operations involving military unique chemical agents or other chemicals which fall into the same range of toxicity as chemical agents (such as agent degradation products and/or precursors). 
BPRP:  As appropriate and on behalf of the biological surety program, contractor shall comply with the program requirements of Army Regulation (AR) 50-1, Biological Surety, AR 190-17, Biological Select Agents and Toxins Security Program, AR 385-10, The Army Safety Program; Department of the Army Pamphlet (DA PAM) 385-69, The Safety Standards for Microbiological and Biomedical Laboratories; the Center for Disease Control and Prevention’s (CDC) Biosafety in Microbiological and Biomedical Laboratories, the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), DoD Directives and local policies governing these programs.

2. Contractor employee enrollment in and compliance with the ECBC Personnel Reliability Program (PRP), medical surveillance program and drug testing program (reference DFARS Clause 252.223-7004) will be required. Surety operations and/or hazardous work environments may require the fit and use of personal protective equipment for contractor employees and compliance to policies governing these programs.

3. PRP Screening (DA Form 3180):

a. Medical Screening:  Contractor personnel will obtain PRP medical surveillance from the Edgewood Occupational Health Clinic or through a non-government medical facility with a Competent Medical Authority (CMA).  Definition of CMA from AR 50-6 is “a US physician, physician assistant, or nurse practitioner (military, civilian, or contractor) employed by or under contract or subcontract to the US government or a US government contractor.  A CMA is someone who: Has been awarded clinical privileges for independent practice granted by the health care facility responsible for the provider’s place of duty OR if not privileged for independent practice (for example, a physician assistant or nurse practitioner), then be supervised by an appropriately trained CMA physician who is privileged to practice independently.  Has been specifically trained as a CMA and be appointed in writing as a CMA by the medical treatment facility commander (or specifically trained as a CMA and be appointed in writing as a CMA by the medical treatment facility commander (or COR) responsible for reviewing health care services or conducting clinical evaluations for purposes of the CPRP.”

b. Drug Test Screening:  Contractor personnel will be required to participate in initial and periodic drug testing on a random basis.  Testing will be conducted by contractor or appointed agency with a trained Medical Review Officer.

c. Personnel Security Screening:  Contractor personnel will be required to have current (within 5 years) and favorably adjudicated personnel security investigation.

d. Personnel Screening:  Contractor’s personnel manager or designated (in writing) representative will screen individuals’ personnel records and maintain a copy of the PRP screening record (DA Form 3180) when completed.
e. Other Information:  Duty position roster will be maintained and updated by ECBC PRP Monitor.    PRP Certifying Official will be the ECBC directorate’s certifying official; ECBC Technical Director will serve as the Reviewing Official.  Contractor will identify an individual to serve as a Liaison to the Certifying Official and as a nominee to serve as PRP Assistant (pending approval and appointment by the ECBC Certifying Official) for facilitating the exchange of information necessary to support the PRP. 

4. Training:  Contractor PRP individuals will complete required PRP training in accordance with the most recent ECBC policies and all other training required for the chemical duties to be performed under the PRP. 

5. Inspections:  Contractor will be required to provide PRP files for inspection by the Department of Army Inspector General, Army Material Command and other duly authorized Army Officials upon request.
