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PREFACE

This compendium of courses was compiled to inform state and locd agencies of federd training that is
available in the area of wegpons of mass destruction (WMD). These courses are dl available to state
and loca responders. This compendium will be updated, as new courses become available.

2. Background. Terrorist incidentsinvolving wegpons of mass destruction (WMD) pose agrowing
threat to the security of the United States. Effective response will depend on local and State response
organizations atainment of WMD-related expertise and proficiency. Emergency responders and
managers must be able to recognize the unique characteristics of WMD in order to protect themselves
and the public, mitigate the dangers, and facilitate the integration of federd, state and local support
actionsthat are necessary to resolve theincident. The Federal Government makes training available to
help ensure that local and State responders have the knowledge and skills necessary for WMD
incidents.

A. Legidation. The most recent and comprehensive effort in this regard was mandated by
Title XIV of Public Law 104-201, the Nationa Defense Authorization Act for Fiscd Year 1997. This
legidation, dso known as Nunn-Lugar-Domenici, directed the Federd Government to improve the
capabilities of state and loca agencies to respond to incidents involving WMD. The Department of
Defense (DOD) was directed to lead the Federd Government effort.

The U.S. Army Soldier and Biologica Chemicd Command (SBCCOM) was designated as the
Program Director for Domestic Preparedness to coordinate, integrate, and execute a program to
enhance domestic preparedness to nuclear, biological, and chemica (NBC) terrorism. The purpose of
this program isto provide for training of state and local emergency responders in the event of aterrorist
incident involving nuclear, biologica or chemica (NBC) wegpons of mass destruction. The training
program isintended to “train the trainers’ and be in the form of modules which can be tailored to meet
the specific training needs of individud cities and reedily integrated into the existing emergency
responder training programs &t the state and locdl level.

B. Development of a Training Package. SBCCOM, in coordination with other
federd agencies and DOD organizations, developed atraining program to address the training shortfals.
Four focus group seminars of emergency responders were held in February 1997 to identify the training
performance objectives required by emergency respondersto obtain proficiency in WMD issues.
These focus groups identified 26 performance objectives which were then matrixed againg five levels of
competency:



Competency L evels

- Employee Awareness
- Responder Awareness
- Operations

- Technician/Specidist
- Incident Commeand

The Domestic Preparedness program is providing the train the trainer coursesto only thefirst 120 cities
by population. This program cannot address the training needs of the entire nation, dthough it does
greatly enhance the nation’s current state of preparedness. The federd agencies recognize this and have
prepared this compendium of other federa courses which relate to the performance objectives

devel oped for the Domestic Preparedness Train-the-Trainer courses.

The courses prepared under the Nunn-Lugar-Domenici legidation are described on page 5. Although
only the largest, by population, 120 cities are targeted to recelve these Train-the Trainer coursesit isthe
program’ s intent that the Trainers from the adjacent communities, Sate and regiona agencies will be
included in the each citiestraining. Thesetrainers will provide aloca capability to continue teaching the
performance objectives as envisoned by the Nunn-Lugar-Domenici legidation.

Agencies providing courses are listed aphabeticaly and the individua courses are listed dphabeticaly
within the agency. The database fidds aretitled to reflect field contents, making each entry sdlf-
explanatory. By way of clarification, it should be noted that NBC performance objectives addressed by
agiven course are listed by the corresponding number of the performance objective in the Performance
Objectives Matrix (Figure 1). Blank database fields exist where sponsoring organizations did not
provide the required information.

Over ninety courses were identified during the collection of this compendium. Course materids were
obtained for review from eeven federa agencies.

Of the over ninety courses ninety-two were federally sponsored courses of instruction

were identified as addressing one or more of the NBC emergency responder performance objectives.
An additiond sx courses wereidentified by FEMA’s Emergency Management Inditute as being
relevant to the program objective, dthough not directly addressing the identified NBC performance
objectives. Courses available through the U.S. Army Chemica School focused more on chemica and
biologica areas, whereas those offered by the Department of Energy focused amost entirely on
radiologica aspects of the NBC arena.



C. Description of Domestic Prepar edness Cour ses.

Awareness Training - is an introductory 30-minute video presentation to acquaint diverse employees
a potentid terrorist target facilities and 911 operators. The video

will be presented in layman terms in both English and Spanish. There is no ingructor requirement;
however, afacilitator (provided by the facility employer) is recommended to introduce the video. The
video will cover the genera aspects of nuclear, biological and chemicd terrorism; information on
recognizing a nuclear; biologica or chemicd terrorist incident(s) through signs and symptoms, possible
dissemination devices and salf-protection measures. Ingructional materialsinclude a facilitator’ s guide,
apamphlet for the participants and a 911 checklist for future reference.

Responder Awareness Training - isdesigned for initid emergency responders of a possible terrorist
incident. These responders include firefighters, police officers and emergency medica responders. The
god of thisfour-hour course is for emergency responders to recognize Signs and symptoms of a nuclear,
chemica and/or biologica incident, to protect themsalves and make proper notification. This course

Prior to enrollment in the Responder Awareness course, participants should have abasc
understanding of principles and procedures for responding to a hazardous materia incident. Upon
completion of this course, participants will be able to teach other responders the sgns and symptoms of
chemica and biological agents and nuclear materias, potential devices used for dissemination; and
defensive actions to safeguard themsdves and their community.

Responder Operations Training - is desgned specificaly for incident response teams in a defengive
mode. The Responder Awareness course isaprerequisite. This four-hour course covers.

After completing this course, participants will be able to ingruct the technical agpects of nucleer,
biologica and chemica incidents, and the defensive actions required for responders to protect
themsdlves and their community.



Technician HAZMAT Training - isa 12-hour stand aone course specificaly designed for current
HAZMAT traners. HAZMAT trainers will learn the difference between responding to nuclear,
biologica and chemical terrorist incidents compared to a standard HAZMAT event. This course
covers.

I ncident Command Training - providesincident commanders with the necessary information and
condderations necessary to effectively command anuclear, biologica or chemica incident. The course
congsts of four hours of lecture and two hours of atabletop exercise. Specific topicsinclude
coordination of resources; protective measures and associated risks, evacuation versus shelter-in-place
congderations; perimeter security measures, management of mass casudties, and applications of the
Federa Response Plan. This course covers the following modules:

Technician Emergency Medical Services Training - course provides the EM S technician with the
unique aspects of responding to aterrorist event involving nuclear, biologica or chemica materids. This
course includes recognizing nuclear, biologicd and chemica exposure; trends indicating possible events,
safe and legd antidote requirements; unique triage of potential mass casudties and emergency medica
fied treetment demands. Unique considerations for treating children and dderly victims of an NBC
terrorist incident are also addressed. The course will consist of lectures, demonstrations and field
exercisesto include persond protection measures, detection, decontamination and triage.



Technician Hospital Provider Training - isdesgned for emergency department physicians and
nurses. This course will include the same subjects as the EM S course, however, at a more advanced
level. Not only will it describe how to properly manage, decontaminate, diagnose and treet victims of a
nuclear, biologica or chemica incident but how to protect againgt cross-contamination using persond
protective measures. The course will include nuclear, biological and chemica unique public hedth
guiddines. This course congsts of classroom lecture with demondrations and case studies.
